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CARNAP PREVENTION TIPS:

-Upon parking outside, never leave your vehicle unlocked, even for a brief moment.

-Never stay inside your parked car. If you have a driver, firmly instruct him to lock 

  up and stay outside while waiting.

-If possible, install security devices like an alarm and a steering lock in your vehicle, and don't forget to use them. A master switch known only to you that cuts off the main electrical supply to your car is also very effective.

-At night, park only in well-lit areas, and be extra careful if you have to park in an isolated area. Almost all reported carnap cases happen at night.

-Keep valuables in your car out of sight, as they're invitations to a forced entry. 

Conceal your car's expensive audio/video set-up with dark tint.

-Avoid entrusting your car keys to strangers, as it only takes seconds to get an impression of your key, for easy duplication later.

-Hard as it may be, avoid hitchhikers, especially beautiful women.

-Beware of on-road provocations especially at night that come in the form of slight collisions or unusual vehicular or human blockades, as they may be tactics to get you out of your car.

-If you suspect you're being followed on the road, don't hesitate to drive your car to a thickly populated area, and stay there till the threat is gone.

-If you take your car in and out of your garage on a routine basis, especially during early mornings and late nights, be extra vigilant, as carnappers may use your regular pattern against you.

-Meticulously inspect the personal backgrounds of driver applicants. Always require an NBI clearance, and a bio-data sheet complete with a recently taken photo for your file.

-Finally, when the unavoidable happens, do the smart thing, and prioritize your life and that of your loved ones. Remember, your car is replaceable, and even recoverable.
